The Building of a Recreation Center


Guidelines: 
Use large white paper to show the blueprint of this room. 
The scale of one inch equals one foot will be used throughout this assignment. 
The perimeter must be equal to 160 feet. 
The accessories listed are to be used as needed in your recreation center. Your group must use at least three different accessories. You may choose to include more accessories. This MUST be a group decision. 
Each accessory must be cut to scale from colored paper and placed in the center. Labeled on each accessory must be its perimeter or circumference and area.
 Use your RULER to be sure the recreation center and each accessory is cut to scale.
In order to receive full credit all calculations and illustrations must be correct.

		Game table- radius: 2 feet
		Couch- dimensions: 3 feet by 7 feet
Snack table- perimeter: 12 feet
Ping-pong table- dimensions: 3 feet by 6 feet
Big screen television (46 inch)- dimensions: 3 feet by 2 feet
Stereo system- dimensions: 2 feet by 4 feet
Chairs- area: 1 foot
Refrigerator- dimensions: 3 feet by 2 feet
Sink with cabinet- dimensions: 6 feet by 3 feet
Entertainment center- complete with stereo & 25” television- dimensions: 3 feet by 6 feet
